We participants of the initiative “Eastern European and Asian Patients Organizations for Patients’ Rights and Safety” taking into account, the fact that:

· Globally, the significant challenge of health care is to improve health through the provision of quality care to patients, which is patient-centered, safe, effective and equal.  One of the necessary steps in providing of quality health care is improving patient safety and respect patients’ rights. Nowadays patient safety is gaining importance for health care professionals and policy makers around the world. There is no country where patient safety and deterioration of patients’ rights are not actualized as Errors in health care know no geographical boundaries. Safe care is not an option it is a right of every patient (WHO, 2007).
· In 2004 WHO launched the World Alliance for Patient Safety (World Health Assembly Resolution, 2002) in order to draw more attention, increase awareness and political commitment to improve the safety of care. Every two years, the World Alliance for patient Safety formulates a Global Patient Safety Challenge which addresses a significant area of risk for all WHO Member States. For 2005–2006, the Global Patient Safety Challenge was Clean Care is Safer Care. For the period 2007–2008, the Global Patient Safety Challenge will focus on Safe Surgery Saves Lives.
